Kinosaki Onsen Mikiya
– Long standing inn inspired the novelist Naoya Shiga (established in 1716)

In the spirit of the sensibility of the younger 
generation and artists who have inherited 
the traditions of woodworking, ceramics, 
glass, papermaking, and plastering, a 
100-year-old house in Taiza has been turned 
into an artwork over the course of three 
years. It is now open as a shop selling 
original cra�s and artworks.

―  Onaru Burial Mounds (Takano Tangocho): 
 Burial mounds overlooking the Sea of Japan (early 7th century)
―  Niu Shrine (Iwaki Tangocho): Ancient mining site of cinnabar
―  Tateiwa (Taiza Tangocho): The 20-meter-tall monolith (Miocene epoch)
―  Nawaya （2517 Kurobe Yasakacho）: Seafood & vegetables from Tango *Reservation-only.
